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 President’s Message 
 
As we wind down another year, the Habitat for Humanity of Burlington County (HFHBC) staff and board 
members have a lot to be thankful for. It’s been an extremely productive year as we have closed on 3 homes and 
have 6 houses currently under construction. We have also opened our ReStore for business and donations and sales 
have been brisk. Lastly, we have been fortunate enough to build an excellent team of staff, volunteers and board 
members.  
 
Ironically, in some ways, we have become too successful in our outreach initiatives and now have more hard 
working families looking to purchase an affordable home than we can accommodate with our existing inventory of 
land and our financial resources.  This is the first time in our history that we have had to temporarily suspend 
acceptance of applications because there are simply not enough sites on which to build homes. As many of you 
know, the appreciation of housing prices in the Burlington County area has significantly increased over the past 
several years. For the first half of 2006, the median  price of homes sold in Burlington County was $240,000.* 
While that is good for homeowners, the dream of owning a home for many families, young couples, single parents 
and senior citizens becomes unattainable.  The escalation of housing prices has also had an impact on the 
availability of vacant land and affordably priced homes that can be purchased for rehabilitation.

Whether upgrading a bedroom set for a child’s room or first time homeowners too stretched to afford new store prices, we 
have something for everyone. Homeowners love it because the cost of replacement windows, doors, cabinetry, and 
lighting are within their budget. Contractors love the ReStore because they can save money on a variety of items needed 
for a job.  
 
Net revenue from the ReStore supports the Habitat mission to eliminate substandard and overcrowded housing in 
Burlington County through affordable home ownership.

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Unity House III  Announcement 
 

 One of the four new homes in our “Beverly Build” project will be designated as Unity House III. Unity 
House I in Burlington City was completed in mid-2005 and Unity House II in Palmyra was completed this past 
spring.  
 Unity House is a theme build created for the purpose of establishing a fully funded home supported by 
an interfaith coalition of area houses of worship. Unity House brings together different faith communities to 
achieve a common goal – to build decent, affordable houses with families in need.  
 Beginning January 1st, all donations from churches will be applied to Unity House III. Individuals can 
also direct their contribution to this project. We are also seeking volunteer coordinators to help schedule 
volunteers. Ideally, we will have a group from a church or other house of worship each weekend. If we can find 
people with construction experience to supervise the work groups, it would be a real bonus.
